A Note on 17 Meters 

 
18157.5 USB is the "HFPack" frequency for 

the QRP and portable operations club with 
4400 worldwide members.  The 17M frequency 
is their normal 24/7 monitored frequency, 
and they may go up to 18158.2 CW for 
difficult conditions or paths.  There is no 
need to stay at QRP levels -- but only as 
conditions allow. 

 
As 6M ops keep the rig on 50125USB, 

waiting for an opening, 18157.5USB might 
work well for W7ASC demonstrations.  A 
short time ago, when I was visiting the 
W7ASC Ham Shack, I worked a number of 
HFPack members one after the other with a 
random CQ call on frequency.
